Outreach? Evangelism? 
I would like to define some terms which I believe 
have confused the mission of the church and Christ-
followers for more than a couple of decades. The 
word evangelism (or “good news”) is never used in 
the Bible. However, the word, “evangelist” is used 
three times in the New Testament. (Acts 21:8, Eph. 
4:11 and 2 Tim. 4:5) 
 

Over the years the word “evangelism” has gotten a 
bad wrap by TV evangelists and Bible thumpers. 
About 20 years ago many church bodies, including 
Lutheran, decided to drop the word “evangelism” 
and adopt a new word, “outreach.” The term 
outreach seemed to be a more accommodating and 
comfortable, less intimidating. Problem is, the world 
has watered down the concept and today anyone 
can do outreach. Just turn on the TV and watch 
shows like, “Extreme Makeover: Home Edition.” I 
love this show and seeing people help and serve 
one another. It is very emotional and inspiring. But, 
who gets the glory? Man. God is rarely mentioned.  
 

God has called us to “love your 
neighbor as yourself.” (Matt 22:38)  As 
Christ-followers, loving our neighbors 
includes meeting their physical needs, 
but it goes deeper. Meeting needs is a 
great starting place to build trust and a 
springboard to sharing the Gospel. We 
know that man’s ultimate need is a relationship 
with God through Jesus. Nothing can take His 
place. He is the only one who can meet man’s 
deepest needs for security, identity and meaning.  
 

Outreach is good as long as it is not an end in itself, 
but leads to  telling others about the wonderful love 
of God who became one of us (in Jesus). The 
message of Jesus coming to die for our sins is 
counterintuitive; you can’t look at a tree and know 
about the grace of God in Jesus. Telling others this 
Good News is a privilege that God has entrusted to 
us. We pray, “Lord use me.”  
 

Filled with the Holy Spirit, we serve and tell others 
about Jesus, who He is and what He did for us all. 
Think about His love for you and how it’s changed 
your life and continues to change you. Now, tell 
someone else of His love. Just think of the joy they 
will experience when they rest in Jesus’ arms and 
are filled with His healing love! God loves, God 
lives, we believe (in Jesus), we have (eternal 
life)! (From John 3:16)
