Community Easter Egg Hunt 
We praise God for a beautiful day at Excelsior 
Commons Park for our 12th annual Easter Egg Hunt 
on April 3. Thank you to all who volunteered for this 
outreach event! We heard comments from 
participants about how organized the event was and 
received many thanks from parents.  
 

Some fascinating statistics from the Egg Hunt: 
� 767 kids registered for the event.  
� At least 150 families didn’t list a church home.  
� 258 children did list having a church home. 
� We had a prayer tent and were blessed to be 

able to pray for several children and adults. And 
we gave away New Testament Bibles and 
pocket crosses.  

� The puppet show has 
been key in sharing the 
Good News of Jesus. 

� The Holy Spirit is using 
this event to not only help 
people in our community 
become aware of our 
church, school and 
programs, but we are planting the Gospel 
message in the hearts of parents and children 
who may not have a church home or church 
background.  

� Seven people have been making follow-up visits 
and phone calls to many of the families without a 
church home, along with the 22 families who 
wanted more information about Jesus or the 
church/school. We have enjoyed some faith 
conversations on our visits. Some of the parents 
have expressed interest in our church and 
Sunday school program. On these visits we gave 
away a cross magnet with Bible verses and “The 
Case For Christ” DVD for parents.  

� We know that one man came to the “Reliability of 
the Bible” event because of the Egg Hunt. 

 

Reliability of  the Bible Event 
Dr. Don Bierle from Faith Search International in 
Chanhassen, spoke at Our Savior on April 12. His 
topic, “Reliability of the Bible”, was attended by 50 
people, 8 of whom were from outside of OSLCS.  
 

Dr. Bierle shared much great information to 
encourage our own confidence in the Bible and to 
equip us as Christians to share with others who may 
question the reliability of the Bible. There is ample 
historical, scientific and archaeological evidence to 
prove the Bible’s reliability, based in large part on the 
24,633 complete and partial fragments of the New 
Testament that we have today.  
 

The time span between the original 27 books of the 
New Testament to the copies is under 100 years. 
Scribes who copied the Bible were so meticulous 
because they were copying the very words of God. 
The Gospel records (Matthew, Mark, Luke and John) 
are essentially unchanged from what was written by 
the eyewitnesses of Jesus. Original manuscripts of 
the New Testament were written based on 
eyewitnesses which prevented any oral legends 
from occurring. 
 

Let’s not be intimidated by scoffers who ignorantly or 
arrogantly claim that the Bible is full of errors and 
contradictions. This is simply not true. When we take 
an honest look at the evidence of the Gospel 
records, we have to conclude that the Bible is the 
Word of God. I encourage you to get a copy of Dr. 
Bierle’s book, “Surprised By Faith”, which is packed 
with scientific evidence for the Bible. 
 

On Sunday, May 2 at 9:30am we will start a Bible 
study/discussion group on Dr. Bierle’s book, 
“Surprised by Faith” to explore this subject. Class 
will meet in the Fireside Room (next to Church 
Office) and run for 10 weeks. Please come even if 
you aren’t able to attend each week. Materials 
provided. Roger Martin is the facilitator.
