Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective 
do not view the money Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its 
bills. Rather, such congregations see financial contributions as a way to help 
people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their church’s 
mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes. 
 
Our congregation’s Board of Stewardship has selected the Consecration 
Sunday Stewardship Program as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual 
principles of generous giving in our stewardship education emphasis this year. 
 
Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical 
philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his or 
her own spiritual development, rather than on the 
need of the church to receive. Instead of treating 
people like members of a social club who should 
pay dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus 
Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of 
discipleship. Consecration Sunday encourages 
people toward proportionate and systematic giving 
in response to the question, “What percentage of 
my income is God calling me to give?”  
 
During Sunday morning worship on Consecration Sunday, November 22, we 
are asking everyone to make their financial commitments to Our Savior’s 
missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries  in this community and 
around the world. 
 
Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does 
so voluntarily by attending morning worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge 
people to attend who feel strongly opposed to completing a card. The procedure 
is done in such a way that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or she 
chooses not to fill out a card. 
 
We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During Sunday 
morning worship our guest leader will conduct a brief period of instruction and 
inspiration, climaxed by members making their commitments as a confidential 
act of worship. 
 
We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the 
Consecration Sunday team and governing board members. Since we will make 
no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make every 
effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday 
worship.

Consecration Sunday 
By the time you read this article, we will be well into 
our Consecration Sunday drive.

In Malachi 3:10, the Bible 
states ‘“Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse 
that there may be food in My house. Test Me in 
this,” says the Lord Almighty, “and see if I will not 
throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out 
so much blessing that you will not have room 
enough for it.”’ (NIV).

What is God Calling Me to Give? 
 

Consecration Sunday is November 22. As we 
prepare for that important spiritual decision, the 
Stewardship Team is asking each of us to reflect on 
the question, “What is God calling me to give as a 
percentage of my income?” It is a personal, spiritual 
question, and three kinds of people answer it in 
three different ways. 

(1) Some answer it by saying, “I feel God is calling 
me to give 10% of my income to the Lord’s work. 
I have been thinking about tithing for several 
years, and I want to begin that spiritual journey 
this year. 

(2) Another kind of person responds to the question 
by saying, “Eventually, I want to begin tithing, but 
I am not ready to do that this year. I feel God is 
calling me to start somewhere—to drive my tent 
pegs in the ground at 5% or 6% or 4%—knowing 
God will bless that decision by helping me to 
increase my giving in coming years. 

(3) A third kind of person has been tithing for many 
years. For example, one couple said years ago 
when they were just getting started, “We’ll tithe 
now; later we’ll do more.” The years rolled by and 
now they can say, “Wow! Do we ever have more! 
So much more that we cannot fathom how we 
arrived at such a high annual income that 10% 
doesn’t even come close to a sacrifice for us. We 
feel God is calling us to give 15% or 20% of our 
income to the Lord’s work!” 

 

Forbes magazine tells about Hugh and Nance 
McFarland, Jr., who have been giving away 70% of 
their income for eighteen years, since Hugh was 
thirty-nine. Should the McFarland’s pastor limit  
stewardship teaching to a 10% concept? No way! 

As we prepare for our annual Stewardship Sunday, 
I know each of you will be praying for God’s 
guidance as, together, we prepare to answer the 
spiritual question, “What percentage of my income 
is God calling me to give?” May God bless and 
guide you, and in turn, make your decision a 
blessing to His kingdom work!

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MN South District Convention 
I was encouraged by Resolution 3-01 at the LCMS MN South 
Dist. Convention in June: “To equip and encourage 
members to share Christ confidently.” The resolution was 
adopted to help our members focus their actions on outreach 
and to develop relationships to bring people to Christ. Members 
in our congregations are encouraged to think of at least three 
people in their lives that do not know Christ and to pray for 
these people and look for opportunities to witness to them.  
 

In our Discovery (membership) class, we recently reviewed 
the fact that God has put His holy law in the hearts of all 
people, known as our conscience (see Jeremiah 31:33-34). 
People usually know what is right and wrong although sin has 
even blurred that. However, the Gospel, the good news of 
God’s love, forgiveness and life through faith in Jesus is 
something that is totally foreign to people. We do not know the 
Gospel by nature. Even when a person sees someone doing a 
kind deed, while attractive, it doesn’t tell them that Jesus came 
to this earth as a man to die for the sins of the world. People 
need to hear this Message. God has called, commissioned 
and empowered us to share this Good News with the world.  
 

BUT, HOW?   
Start with prayer: “Jesus, help me to be a witness for You 
today by my actions and my words. Give me boldness to tell 
someone about You. Fill me with the Holy Spirit and love 
others through me. I expect You to use me today. Amen.” 
 

ASK SPIRITUAL QUESTIONS 
• Do you have a church that you attend regularly? If so, 

what do you like about it?  
• If someone were to ask you, “Do you know the way to 

God or heaven?” What would you say? (listen and share) 
• Do you have any spiritual beliefs? (listen) 
• To you, who is Jesus? (listen) 
• May I tell you what God has done for me? Share (briefly) 

how Jesus forgave your sins and the peace you have; how 
He answered a prayer or delivered you from a habit. 

 
GET HANDS-ON EXPERIENCE 
Nothing replaces actual experience; we learn 
by doing and watching others witness. I like 
to take people out on the streets with a 
ministry called, Street Level. The next time 
we will go out is Saturday, Nov. 14. We will 
meet at Our Savior parking lot at 5:00pm. 
We will carpool to First Covenant Church, 
downtown Minneapolis next to Metrodome. 
You will meet other Christians who love Jesus. The fellowship 
time is great!
