OUR SAVIOR, EXCELSIOR STUDENT SUPPLY LIST for 2010-2011

Kindergarten

PLEASE! Mark all belongings with your child’s name in permanent marker.

e $25.00 (to Mrs. Limmel) to purchase our Kindergarten Writing Journal and pay for picture developing.
The Journal belongs to your children at the completion of Kindergarten. PLEASE bring the money before
the first day of school.

o 1 plastic laminated placemat (not soft and spongy, but hard, so that we can write on it) | found them at
Kohl's for $2.00 and at Wal-Mart, Target dollar section, etc. Anything inexpensive is great. We use it
under our gluing and marker coloring so nothing fancy is necessary.

e Backpack or School bag — This bag needs to be large enough for a folder and a large library book. No
wheels please, as these do not fit in our lockers.

o Extra set of clothes. In case your child becomes ill, or someone else becomes ill on your child, or if
there is juice or milk spilled on your child, | want to be able to change their clothes. Place them in a
plastic bag to leave them in your child’s locker.

e Crayola Crayons - 6 boxes of 24 - | will keep extras in my cupboard until needed so your child always
has 8 basic colors. (it is less money to just buy the 24 count because they are usually sold 3 for a $1.00.)
Crayola brand is the truest color so PLEASE buy Crayola and not any other!

e Large package of napkins to share with the class

e FErasers - 2 Large pink

e Crayola Large Washable Markers - Please put their name on each marker.

e Crayola Colored Pencils

e Large 8 oz. School glue (or 2 - 4 oz .size glue bottles) we use a lot of glue!

e 20 Glue sticks (Pick up a few extras while on sale, as we will use many throughout the year.)
e Small picture of child — will be put it on a special bulletin board.

o Paint shirt - Please just use one of mom or dad’s old button front shirts or t-shirt

e Fiskars - metal blade scissors (*NO PLASTIC BLADES PLEASE!*)

e 24 Pencils - #2 lead — They will need more as the year progresses.

e 2 School boxes approximately 5’x 8” (1 will hold daily supplies and 1 will hold markers & color pencils -
to set aside by the teacher for special use.) Larger boxes will not work. We simply do not have room
for the larger box as our cubbies were built for the 5x8 size.

e 12-Two horizontal pocket folders-(Two will remain at school for special work - one will come home daily
with schoolwork & notes and the extras will be used as the others wear out. Please look for pocket
folders that go across the bottom_NOT up and down. Send ALL 12 to school right away and | will
store them.

e Gym shoes to be kept in the locker and worn only in the gymnasium. (Non-marking soles) Children may
not wear flip-flops, clogs, sandals, fashion  boots, etc. to gym.

e Optional items throughout the year - Ziploc bags (sandwich, quart, & gallon size), paper plates,
Kleenex, Clorox wipes. Check with Mrs. Limmel



Grade 1

Please mark every item with your child’s name using a black permanent marker, especially
markers & pencils. Iltems will need to be replenished as needed. I've specified Crayola but
Prang are also good quality.

e $4.00 payable to Mrs. Bergan at pre-school visits to purchase a writing journal.
e Backpack, It must fit in a locker with a 6.5 in. wide door.

e 1-3ring binder, 1 inch wide

e 2 sturdy pocket folders

e 2 Supply boxes- Please do not send the giant sized ones they don't fit in their desks.
Also do not send the zippered kind, they spill frequently and are all around difficult.

e #2 lead Pencils, at least 3 dozen
e 4 large Pink Pet erasers

e Crayola Crayons, any size except 64 unless you send an extra supply box dedicated
solely to crayons.

e Crayola Washable Markers Classic Colors.

e Crayola Fine line markers

e 2 highlighters

e 8 glue sticks, they probably will need more.

e 1-—16 oz. bottle of school glue

e Scissors, Fiskars — metal blade (not strip)

¢ 1-12 inch ruler with a metric side, bendable is a good idea.
e Paint shirt, labeled

e 2 large freezer bags

e 1 large box of tissue with lotion

e 1 Flash Drive — 1 GB

e Gym shoes with non-marking soles to be kept in locker and worn only in the gym

e Scotch tape is optional; some children like to have it for taping torn papers....

Do not send: mechanical pencils, pens or permanent markers (Sharpies).

Please mark every item with your child’s name using a black permanent marker. Items will

need to be replenished as needed.

Backpack - label with student’'s name — preferably not roller backpacks as they do not
fit in lockers.

Crayola Crayons — 48 size is plenty

Erasers - 4 large pink pet

4 Glue sticks

1 - 4 oz. bottle of school glue

Ruler — inch/centimeter

2 - Highlighters: each a different color

Washable markers — Classic colors and label each marker.

3 dozen #2 lead pencils, each pencil labeled with name

2 small school boxes (the larger one will not fit in the desk)

2 Pocket Folders — any color or design is fine

Scissors: Large Fiskars or comparable brand

Colored Pencils — Crayola brand is good

Paint shirt (keep in locker)

1 Flash Drive -1 GB

Gym shoes to be kept in locker and worn only in gymnasium. (Non-marking soles)
Optional: Pencil sharpener — a small one to keep in their desk can be handy.

e 12” Ruler with a metric side (Wood or Solid Color work best. Students have a difficult
time seeing the marks on a clear ruler.)

e Scissors — large Fiskars

e Highlighters — 2 different colors such as Yellow and Pink
e Watercolors — 8 color set

e Pencil Box — (5 x 8) fits best in the desk

e Pocket Folders — 6

e Spiral bound notebooks — 6

e 1 Flash Drive — 1 GB

e Book Bag/Back Pack

e Shoes for the gymnasium only — The shoes will be kept in their cubby and used only
for physical education class.

e Fabric Book Covers (used to protect our hard cover texts) - 5
(Parents may substitute paper bag covers if they desire.)

Do not send: Mechanical pencils, gel pens, 3-ring pocket organizers, and loose leaf paper.
